INSTRUCTION MANUAL

Read the operating instructions carefully before putting
the appliance into operation and keep the instructions,
the receipt and, if possible, the box with the internal
packing. If you give this device to other people, please
also pass on the operating instructions.

GENERAL NOTES

1. The appliance is designed exclusively for private use
and for the envisaged purpose. This appliance is not
suitable for commercial use.

2. Check that the voltage indicated on the appliance
rating label corresponds to the voltage in the mains.

3. Do not use an extension cable or multi-strips to
connect the appliance.

4. Appliance is not intended to operate with an
external timer or a separate remote-control system.

5. Do not use the device outdoors. Keep it away from
sources of heat, direct sunlight, humidity (never dip it
into any liquid) and sharp edges. Do not use the
appliance with wet hands. If the appliance is humid or
wet, unplug it immediately.

6. Do not place the appliance on or near flammable
material, an electric burner, a heated oven or a hot gas
stove.

7. Keep a safe distance from flammable objects such
as furniture, curtains, etc.

Appliance is not designed to be built-in.

9. Do not place the following or similar materials near
or on the device: paper, plastic, cardboard etc.

10 Make sure that the power cord does not come into
contact with the hot parts of the appliance or comes
into contact with sharp corners and objects.

3. Inspect the oven after unpacking for any visual
damage. In case of any damage, do not install the
electric oven and contact the shop that you bought it.
4. Before using the appliance for the first time, check
that the voltage shown on the appliance rating label
corresponds to the voltage in the mains.

5. Place the appliance on an even surface at a safe
distance away from flammable objects. Keep out of
the reach of children.

6. Keep a distance of at least 10cm. around all sides of
the oven to allow sufficient air circulation during use.

BEFORE FIRST USE

1. Clean the appliance and the included accessories
following the instructions inside “CLEANING”
paragraph.

2. Place the accessories inside the oven.

3. Plug the appliance into the socket.
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4. Turn clockwise the oven cooking mode rotary switch
(2) and select the upper-lower heating elements
mode “ _ "

5. Turn clockwise the oven temperature selection
rotary switch (3) and select the maximum
temperature of 230 °C.

6. Let the appliance work for 10-15 minutes.

7. Turn anti-clockwise the oven temperature selection
rotary switch (3) to the off position.

8. Turn anti-clockwise the oven cooking mode rotary
switch (2) to the off position.

9. Unplug the appliance.

i NOTE: A slight smell may be noticeable when the
appliance is used for the first time. This is normal and
will disappear after a short while.

1 NOTE: The oven should be cleaned regularly and
any food residue should be removed.

STORAGE

1. Always unplug the appliance before storing it.

2. Always make sure that the appliance is cold, dry
and clean before storing.

3. Always store the appliance out of the reach of
children.

4. Always store the device in a safe and clean place.
For the better protection of the appliance, store it in its
original packaging.
